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URGENT REQUIREMENT

MDG-F 1919: Enhancing Access to and Provision of Water Services with the Active Participation of the Poor. A Joint Programme (JP) partnership by the UNDP, UNICEF and Spanish Government that seeks to contribute to the improvement of efficiency, access, affordability and quality of potable water services by (i) establishing support mechanisms that would help facilitate investments in water utility expansion and/or improvements, and (ii) enhancing local capacities to plan, implement, operate and manage water supply systems. The programme will bring together GOP and UN partners over a period of 3 years to improve the policy environment, strengthen institutional capacities, and inform/educate local stakeholders for the efficient and sustainable delivery of water supply services particularly to the poor. 

The JP involves Output 1.1	: Incentives Mechanisms and Partnership Modalities for Public and Private Investments in “Waterless” and Poor Communities, which will be implemented over 15 months starting in October 2009. Output 1.1 will establish investment support mechanisms that would facilitate the sustainable and efficient delivery of adequate and quality water services by water service providers in waterless/poor communities. Specifically, the study will (i) develop a menu of incentives options, (ii) formulate a range of partnership modalities to attract public and private investment in water supply provision in waterless and rural areas, and (iii) formulate a framework for the implementation and institutionalization of the same. The mechanisms would cover an entire range of incentives, modality (leveraging local capital, subsidy) and potential partners, among others, water districts, national government, local government, civil society organizations, private sector and donor agencies. 

The JP Output 1.1 has immediate need for the following posts:  

1. Water Policy Expert (Team Leader)

The Water Policy Expert shall act as the Team Leader, reporting directly to the Implementing Partner (NEDA) and shall ensure that the Team achieves the expected outputs of the activity consistent with the approved work and financial plan. 

Responsibilities:
· Overall day-to-day management of the activities of Output 1.1;  
· Overseeing the delivery of activity outputs under Output 1.1 to the required standard and quality and within the specified schedule, via efficient and effective management of resources;  
· Preparation of work plan in coordination with the Team;
· Preparation, consolidation and enhancement of relevant reports (deliverables and progress reports)  in coordination with the Team; 
· Extending relevant technical assistance in the preparation of activity designs, implementation of activities, and review/assessment  of outputs/key activities;
· Supervision, monitoring and guidance of the Team, resource persons and documentors engaged for outcome outputs/key activities;
· Ensuring collaboration and complementation between Team Members and their tasks; 
· Monitoring of any strategic risk and conflict that may arise during implementation; 
· Management of the Team for effective implementation and monitoring; 
· Coordination and liaison with concerned GOP and UN counterparts, project stakeholders and other concerned entities;
· Supervision over the maintenance of relevant records, reports and database information related to implementation of activity components; and
· Attendance to meetings and other required representations.              
            
Qualifications and Experience: 
· Minimum 10 years relevant experience in the water supply sector;
· In-depth knowledge of the Philippine water supply sector policies and related subject matter;
· A Degree in civil/water resources engineering, economics, development studies and/or related fields from a reputable university; 
· Excellent management and organizational skills and attention to detail; and
· Excellent team player.

Work Duration: 
· The Water Policy Expert shall be engaged for 15 months. 


2. Economic/Financial Specialist 

The Water Finance/Economics Expert shall assist the Team in ensuring the achievement of the expected outputs of the activity consistent with the approved work and financial plan. 

Responsibilities:
· Assist in the delivery of activity outputs under Output 1.1 to the required standard and quality and within the specified schedule;  
· Assist in the preparation of work plan;
· Assist in the preparation of relevant reports (deliverables and progress reports); 
· Extend relevant technical assistance in the preparation of activity designs, implementation of activities, and review/assessment  of outputs/key activities;
· Assist the Team leader coordinate the activities of the JP;
· Assist in the supervision, monitoring and guidance of resource persons and documentors engaged for outcome outputs/key activities;
· Assist in the monitoring of any strategic risk and conflict that may arise during implementation; 
· Coordinate and liaise with concerned GOP and UN counterparts, project stakeholders and other concerned entities;

· Minimum 7 years relevant experience in water supply finance/economics;
· Knowledge of the Philippine water supply sector policies and related subject matter;
· A Degree in finance, economics, development studies and/or related fields from a reputable university; 
· Excellent organizational skills and attention to detail; and
· Excellent team player.



Work Duration: 
· The Water Finance/Economics Expert shall be engaged for 8 months throughout the 15-months study period. 


3. Institutional Expert 

The Institutional Expert shall assist the Team in ensuring the achievement of the expected outputs of the activity consistent with the approved work and financial plan. 

Responsibilities:
· Assist in the delivery of activity outputs under Output 1.1 to the required standard and quality and within the specified schedule;  
· Assist in the preparation of work plan;
· Assist in the preparation of relevant reports (deliverables and progress reports); 
· Extend relevant technical assistance in the preparation of activity designs, implementation of activities, and review/assessment  of outputs/key activities;
· Assist the Team leader coordinate the activities of the JP;

· A Degree in public administration, development studies and/or related fields from a reputable university; 
· Excellent organizational skills and attention to detail; and
· Excellent team player.

Work Duration: 
· The Institutional Expert shall be engaged for 7 months throughout the 15-months study period. 

All posts require excellent English language communication skills, including report-writing and presentation skills, proficiency in MS Office applications and the ability to work effectively under highly demanding situations with minimum supervision. Experience of working closely with the GOP would be a distinct advantage.

During the engagement, the experts will be housed within NEDA, Pasig or another office identified by NEDA, if office space not available within NEDA, Pasig and shall conduct field works in accordance with a work plan agreed with NEDA. 

While the undertaking shall be output-based, a minimum frequency and duration of reporting to NEDA shall be agreed between NEDA and the Consultants after a detailed work plan is agreed upon between the parties.

The remuneration of the experts will be in accordance with the standard rates of the UNDP after taking into consideration the qualifications of the experts.
